□ Hospitality—Causes a believer to joyfully welcome and receive 
guests and those in need of food and lodging.

□ Intercession—Enables a believer to pray with the certainty that 
prayer is heard and when requests are made, answers will come.

Practical Uses Within the Body of Christ:  Prayer chain, prayer 
partner, prayer circles, writing prayers, college/career, communica-
tions, counseling, Council, encouragement, evangelism, ethnic 
ministry, junior high/high school, media, men’s/women’s ministry, 
missions, newsletter, personnel, publicity, Minister of the Word, 
search committee, senior/single adults

□ Knowledge—Drives a person to learn, analyze and uncover 
new insights with regard to the Bible and faith.

Practical Uses Within the Body of Christ:  Church librarian, planning 
team, teaching Bible class, Minister of the Word, small group/Bible

□ Mercy—Motivates a believer to feel deeply for those in physical, 
spiritual, or emotional need and then act to meet that need.  Shows 
extreme kindness and compassion to those in need.

Practical Uses Within the Body of Christ:  Home/ hospital/ institu-
tional visitation, provide transportation, support group, take 
food/clothing/ supplies to those in need, Parish Nurse, Homeless 

shelter, child care, emergency, evangelism, food, greeters, hous-
ing, visitation, interpreting, prayer, VBS, kitchen, newcomers, 
nursery

□ Pastoring—Gives a believer the confidence, capability and 
compassion to provide spiritual leadership and direction for indi-
viduals or groups of believers.

□ Prophesy—Enables the believer to discern right from wrong 
and declaring the truth.

□ Teaching—Enables a believer to communicate a personal 
understanding of the Bible and faith in such a way that it be-
comes clear and understood by others.

□ Wisdom—Allows the believer to sort through opinions, facts, 
and thoughts in order to determine what solution would be best 
for the individual believer or the community of believers.

We do 
this because those gifted in Administration, 
Leadership, or Service/Helps can do almost 
any ministry, but may find the most satisfac-
tion using their secondary Gift(s).

□ Leadership*—Gives a believer the confidence to step 
forward, give direction and provide motivation to fulfill a dream 
or complete a task.

□ Service/Helps*—Enables a believer to work gladly behind 
the scenes in order that God’s work is fulfilled.

Practical Uses Within the Body of Christ:  Computer work, 
bulletin assembly, A/V operator, tape recording, child care, 
building and grounds upkeep, kitchen upkeep, provide food, 
worship set-up, communion/altar set-up, special mailings,

□ Faith— Gives a believer the eyes to see the Spirit at work 
and the ability to trust the Spirit’s leading without indication of 
where it all might lead.

□ Discernment—Motivates a believer to seek God’s will and 
purpose and apply that understanding to individual and con-
gregational situations.

□ Encouragement—Moves the believer to reach out with 
Christian love and presence to people in personal conflict or 
facing a spiritual void—giving advice or encourage greatly.
